3. 'The foreign language placement test will determine the level of Chinese at which the student begins. Students who test into a higher level of Chinese may

begin at that level.

5. The College of Arts and Sciences requires one U.S. History and one non-U.S. History course, both of which must be chosen from the approved Carolina
