If after the first unsatisfactory grade, a student makes an
unsatisfactory grade in the repeated course or any other College of Education course, he/she will no longer be eligible to progress in the program.

e Allinitial teacher licensure programs in the College of Education require extensive field experiences in P-12 schools. All students must read and
understand the rules and expectations outlined in the Preservice Teacher Education Clinical Experiences Manual. Prior to participating in school
field experiences, students must have been cleared through a criminal background check and must have a negative test for TB on file with the
College of Education.
