Applied Music-Performance Track

Students in the School of Music-Music Education program are required to demonstrate proficiency in one foreign language equivalent to the 121 course
through course credit or the corresponding foreign language placement score.
The Carolina Core provides the common core of knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students. This sequence
assumes that students complete two overlay-eligible Carolina Core courses. Students may need to complete additional hours in order to meet all
requirements if no overlay-eligible course are completed.

Program Notes:

e Courses identified as “critical” have a deadline for completion. ENGL 101 & 102 must be completed within the first 60 semester hours of work
in order to be credited toward graduation. MUSC courses identified as “critical” must be completed in order to be admitted to the upper division.

e To be admitted to the upper division, students must meet the following criteria: 1) successful completion of a barrier jury on their primary
instrument; 2) completion of Aural Skills training sequence (MUSC 117, 118, 217, 218); 3) completion of music theory sequence (MUSC 115, 116,
215, 216); and 4) completion of at least 60 credits with a cumulative grade point average of 2.50 in MUSC & MUED courses and 2.00 in all
coutses.

e  Performance Certificate: The performance certificate is awarded by the School of Music to recognize those undergraduate music students with
degree emphases other than music performance, as well as those students not majoring in music. The performance certificate will allow gifted and
highly motivated students to acquire additional credit, professorial interaction, & guidance, and departmental distinction in music petrformance.
