Degree Requirements (120 hours) 

1. Carolina Core (31-43 hours)

d. GFL (0-6 hours): The Carolina Core requires either two approved courses in one foreign language or a score

f. GSS (3 hours): Complete 3 hours (one course) from:

g. AIU (3 hours): any approved CC-AIU course 

Carolina Core Stand Alone or Overlay Eligible Requirements: 

Up to two of these requirements may be met in overlay courses. For up to two instances, a Carolina Core course 

meeting another core requirement may also meet one of these requirements, provided the course is approved to 

meet both. (3-9 Hours) 

h. CMS (0-3 hours): any approved overlay or stand-alone CC-CMS course 

i. INF (0-3 hours): any approved overlay or stand-alone CC-INF course 

j. VSR (0-3 hours): any approved overlay or stand-alone CC-VSR course

3. Program Requirements (24-27 hours) 

a. Minor (0-18 hours) -optional 
A student may choose to complete a minor consisting of 18 credit hours of prescribed courses.  The minor is intended 
to develop a coherent basic preparation in a second area of study.  Courses applied toward general education 
requirements cannot be counted toward the minor.  No course may satisfy both major and minor requirements.  All 
minor courses must be passed with a grade of C or better.
