1. Regardless of individual course grades, students must have a minimum 2.50 GPA upon completion of 30 credit hours and a minimum 2.75 GPA upon
completion of 60 hours.

2. Some colleges require a minimum GPA for major courses. Courses indicated in this column are included in the major GPA for this program of study.

3. Students who do not place into MATH 122 or 141 will be required to successfully complete the required prerequisite before taking either MATH 122 or
141.

4. 'The Carolina Core provides the common core of knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students.

5. Students in the College of Arts and Sciences are required to demonstrate proficiency in one foreign language equivalent to the 122 course through course
credit or the corresponding foreign language placement score.

e Students who have already completed a CVT training program or CVT internship will not be eligible for acceptance into this major.
e The last 30 credit hours toward your degree must be earned in residence at the University of South Carolina-Columbia.
