1. Regardless of individual course grades, students must maintain a minimum 2.00 cumulative GPA.

3. The ARP Requirement for Hospitality Management may be met through two options: 1) MATH 122 or MATH 141 plus an additional course from
Mathematics (at the next higher level), Computer Sciences, Statistics, PHIL 114, or PHIL 111; or 2) Two courses from Computer Science or Two courses
from Statistics or PHIL 114 and PHIL 111.

4. College of HRSM students must demonstrate proficiency in a foreign language by achieving a score of 2 or higher on the foreign language placement test,
or credit equivalent to USC 109 and 110 courses, or credit equivalent to the USC 121 course.

5. The Carolina Core provides the common core of knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students.

6. Supervised full-time work experience in an area of the hospitality and tourism industry, selected by the student and approved by the practicum
coordinator. 400 hours required. This experience may be delayed or completed during a regular semester, if needed. Students may complete up to an
additional 9 credit hours while completing HRTM 290.

7. HRTM Electives are chosen in consultation with an advisor. At least 6 hours must be from HRTM.

8. The Hospitality Management major curriculum includes 0-11 hours of approved electives, depending on how students fulfill the Carolina Core
requirements. Any course in the University can be used to satisfy the elective requirement including additional electives in the major.

9. Structured industry practical experience in Club Management. 400 hours required. Students may complete up to an additional 9 credit hours while
completing HRTM 495.
