Cognate courses may be taken in one or more departments depending on the interest and requirements of the student, but
must have approval of the student’s advisor. Journalism courses may not be used in the cognate. At least 6 of the 12 hours must be at the 300-level or
higher. No 100-level courses may be used in the cognate.

study within the college; and selection and approval of a minor or cognate.

o All majors within the school will be expected to pass all journalism and mass communications courses used toward the degree with a minimum grade of
C. No journalism and mass communications course may be repeated more than once by any student unless formally approved by the school petition
committee.

e The last 30 credit hours toward your degree must be earned in residence at the University of South Carolina-Columbia.
