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Program Notes:

e Courses identified as “critical” must be completed by the semester in which they are listed in order to ensure a timely graduation due to prerequisite
requirements for subsequent required courses.

¢ All undergraduate students must take a 3-credit course or its equivalent with a passing grade that covers the founding documents. This course may
fulfill any requirement in the program of study. Courses that meet this requirement are listed in the academic bulletin.

e Students in the College of Saocial Work are required to demonstrate proficiency in one foreign language by a score of 2 or higher on the foreign
language placement test, or credit equivalent to USC 109 and 110 courses, or credit equivalent to the USC 121 course.

e A student may attempt a social work core course a maximum of two times to fulfill the requirement. A grade of W (withdrawal) will be recognized as an
attempt. A student may repeat a maximum of two core courses.

e Progression into upper division social work occurs primarily in the fall semester. Students who complete 39 hours of general education and wish to
apply to upper division must submit a completed College of Social Work — BSW Application by the announced due dates published each year.

e The last 30 credit hours toward your degree must be earned in residence at the University of South Carolina-Columbia.
