Students in the College of Information and Communications are required to demonstrate proficiency in one foreign language equivalent to the 122
course through course credit or the corresponding foreign language placement score.

The Carolina Core provides the common core of knowledge, skill and academic experience for all Carolina undergraduate students.

Journalism electives include: 1) one Professional practice directed elective —editing, reporting or management (3 hours); 2) two conceptual directed
electives (6 hours); and 3) three additional JOUR electives (9 hours).

Students must complete either a minor (18 hours) or a cognate (12 hours) from courses outside the SIMC. The minor is intended to develop a coherent
basic preparation in a second area of study. Courses applied toward general education requirements cannot be counted toward the minor. No course
may satisfy both major and minor requirements. A cognate requires a minimum of 12 hours of courses in other departments related to the student’s
major and/or career goals. Cognate courses may be taken in one or more departments depending on the interest and requirements of the student, but
must have approval of the student’s advisor. Journalism courses may not be used in the cognate. At least 6 of the 12 hours must be at the 300-level or
higher. No 100-level courses may be used in the cognate.
