•	Minimum undergraduate GPA of 2.50 on a 4.00 system
•	Successful interview with Elementary program faculty
•	11 prerequisite courses, including:

•	2 English, 2 Math (including EDTE 500), 2 Science (1 with Lab), 1 US History/Govt, 1 Non-Western/Non-
European, 1 Social Science, 1 Children’s Literature, 1 Exceptionalities

•	At least 8 of these courses need to be completed (with a C, minimum) before enrolling in MAT program 
coursework
