= | am unemployed

= Only works for uninsured




Common Issues

= | am undocumented
= Put all “0” in the SSN section
= Pharmacy Selection

= The patient can pick it up at ANY local pharmacy or work
with Gilead Pharmacy, Theracom

= My insurance doesn'’t cover Truvada
= Submit documentation to Gilead
