Constitution of the Clemson University Microbiological Society

Article I: Name

Section 1. 
The name of this organization shall be the “Clemson University Microbiological Society”. 

Article II. Purpose

Section 1. 
The purpose of the organization shall be to promote interaction and interest among students interested in Microbiology.

Article III. Membership and Dues

Section 1. 
Membership in this organization shall be open to all Clemson University students and faculty and will be free from any restriction based on age, color, disability, gender, national origin, race, religion, sexual orientation or veteran’s status.

Section 2. 
Membership shall be maintained by the payment of dues which are established by the executive committee.

Article IV. Officers

Section 1. 
The officers of the organization shall consist of a president, a vice president, a secretary, a treasurer, and social chair.

Section 2. 
Duties and Powers
a. The duties of the President shall be to preside at all meetings, to call special meetings, and to appoint committees. 

b. The duties of the Vice President shall be to perform all duties of the president in his/her absence and to serve as program chairman.

c. The duties of the Secretary shall be to keep accurate, permanent records of the minutes and proceedings of the organization, to take charge of all correspondence, to notify The Tiger and publicity office of meetings and activities, to update student government of officer changes, and to make necessary reports. 

d. The duties of the Treasurer shall be to keep accurate and complete record of all monetary transactions and to collect the club dues. The treasurer must disburse fund money in accordance with the regulations of the university.

e. The duties of the Social Chair shall be to plan any social event for the organization. 

     Section 3. 

Election of Officers:

a. In order to become an officer, the student must be a full-time student in good standing with the organization.

b. The candidates shall be nominated and accept nomination.

c. If an office is left vacant, the remaining officers may appoint someone to fill the vacancy until the next election.

Article V. Advisor

     Section 1. 

The selection of an advisor is at the discretion of the officers.   

     Section 2. 

The advisor must be a full-time university employee.

Article VI. Meetings

    Section 1. 

The Clemson University student organization shall meet at least once a month.

Article VII. Amendments
